WHAT JESUS SAYS 

The Bible is clear: Jesus is the only way to God. He came to this earth to reconcile people with God. He spoke of this everywhere and taught his disciples how to pass on this saving message. There are different ways to share the gospel, but only one way to God: Jesus! Only when the people around you hear this can they start believing. 

I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me! — John 14:6 

We encounter people like Jesus 

As good as we can, we do not want to reprimand people, but lead them to Jesus through God's love in us. 

He talks most of the time to Jews, but also to non-Jews, because he loves all people and wants to save them. The 3Steps helps us to simply tell about Jesus and like Paul to be careful to read the person across from us; if the person has already heard about Jesus or not. 

To the Jews I became like a Jew, to win the Jews. To those under the law I became like one under the law (though I myself am not under the law), so as to win those under the law. To those not having the law I became like one not having the law (though I am not free from God’s law but am under Christ’s law), so as to win those not having the law. To the weak I became weak, to win the weak. I have become all things to all people so that by all possible means I might save some. 

—1 Corinthians 9:20–22 
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OUR MOTIVATION IS LOVE 

For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. — John 3:16 

When you talk to a person and tell them about Jesus, be aware that Jesus died exactly for that person out of love. God loves that person, whether you like them or not. Paul writes to the Romans that God's love has been poured out into our hearts. Because of this, we can tell people with a sincere interest in them about God's love. This can have a major impact. 

... because God’s love has been poured out into our hearts through the Holy Spirit, who has been given to us.— Romans 5:5 

It is about eternity 

For a Christian, it only takes some effort to talk to someone, but for the other person, it is about much more —sometimes even eternity! Anyone who does not know Jesus is lost. When you tell about him, you can save eternal lives. 

The daughter of a pastor was already over 20 years old and decided that her fear of telling people about Jesus should no longer hold her back. A woman came towards her and the pastor's daughter told her about God's plan and his love. The woman started crying and the pastor's daughter responded naturally by hugging the woman. 

She was startled when the woman took a pistol out of her bag and said that she had been on her way into the woods to kill herself. Before leaving, she prayed, 'God, if you exist, send me an angel to prevent me from killing myself who will hug me as a sign.' Today, her entire family are believers and tell others about Jesus who saved them. 
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YOU ARE CALLED AND EMPOWERED 

Every Christian is a witness of God's love through the experiences he/she has had with Jesus and He wants to empower and use every Christian! God's Spirit is our source of strength so that we can overcome fear and fear of man as we share our experiences. Jesus used simple fishermen 2,000 years ago, and today he can use each of us, regardless of our level of education. 

... whoever believes in me will do the works I have been doing, and they will do even greater things than these— John 14:12 

It strengthens your relationship with God 

When you tell other people about Jesus, it is a form of worship,
 gratitude and enthusiasm. Sharing the love you have experienced from God strengthens your connection with God and validates your experiences with Him. This is how you give him glory in front of other people. 

Tip: Think about this:
 • Wasn't it the most important decision of your life to invite Jesus into your life? • Could you do something better for someone than leading him/her to Jesus? 

Let yourself be used by God 

A young woman in Germany thought that she could not tell other people about Jesus because she was rather shy. After the training she began talking to people about Jesus, and people started choosing Jesus with her. All of a sudden, it was so much fun for her to tell people about Jesus.

You too can see how easy it will be for you to share the gospel and to lead people to Jesus. It only takes 3 steps...

STARTING A CONVERSATION 

Many Christians find it difficult to approach people and talk to them about Jesus. But everyone is able to learn this! 

In the Gospel of John ( ) we find a story from which we can learn some important principles from Jesus. Jesus spoke with the Samaritan woman and in the end even the whole village came to Jesus to hear from him. The result of this conversation was huge, but the conversation start was very easy. In your everyday life, you constantly meet people with whom you can casually start a conversation, such as with your baker/barista, work colleagues, school friends or someone at the bus stop. Within the 3Steps, we will also show you a story from the everyday life ( ) of one of our staff. 

Find a point of contact! 

Jesus communicated like no other person in the history of the world and started a conversation in a very simple way. He did not start preaching right away, but began with something mundane: water. 

Jesus, tired as he was from the journey, sat down by the well. It was about noon. When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, “Will you give me 

a drink?” – John 4:6–7 

In this situation the water was the point of contact to enter into a conversation with the woman. With a simple, everyday request – give me something to drink – Jesus started a conversation that was the key to her whole village hearing the gospel. 
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One of our staff members was on the train and this time it was particularly crowded, so he was standing in the exit area. They were still about 10 minutes away from the next train station when a lady with a large suitcase came to the exit area, too. He offered to help her get out with the suitcase, and she gratefully accepted this offer. Since they were already talking regarding the suitcase, he asked her if she had just come back from a trip or was on her way to vacation. 

Here are some more ideas on how to begin a conversation with strangers or acquaintances: 

• Greet a person, e.g. at a bus stop, with a 'hello'. • Offer your help, e.g. to carry a heavy suitcase 

• Address something eye-catching, e.g. cross necklaces, T-shirts, or other characteristics and special features and ask about the personal connection to it. 

• React to the situation, e.g. dog areas, parking lots and waiting line are good for talking to people about something that is important to them. 

• Start with a compliment, e.g. praise the friendly employee in the store.
 • Invite someone, e.g. to a coffee shop, and ask him/her how he/she is doing. 

• Offer prayer, e.g. when you see someone with an injury. 

Tip: If you want to talk to someone directly about faith, you can offer prayer right away: "Hello, it may sound crazy, but I have decided to do something good today for someone. You stood out to me, is there anything where you need a miracle from God?" 

ALL IT TAKES IS A SIMPLE 'HELLO' 
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BUILDING INTEREST AND TRUST
 Create curiosity
 Once you have someone's attention, the next step is to draw their interest. Jesus did it wonderfully and created curiosity within the Samaritan woman: 

The Samaritan woman said to him, “You are a Jew and I am a Samaritan woman. How can you ask me for a drink?” (For Jews do not associate with Samaritans.) 

Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of God and who it is that asks you for a drink, you would have asked him and he would have given you living water.” 

John 4:9-10 

The Samaritan woman was completely surprised and curious because Jesus spoke to her. Since she already had a faith, he could easily talk about God. After getting her attention, he created even more curiosity within her. You can learn to draw the interest of your conversation partner. 

Show genuine interest 

In most conversations, if the person you're talking to responds positively to your point of contact, the next step is to ask questions to continue the conversation. By that you show interest in the person. If you show interest in their life, they will also show interest in your life. Don't preach at people! Ask questions about topics you can and want to talk about and listen to the person across from you. 

A Christian was full of passion. He wanted to share the message of the gospel, but made exactly that mistake. When he was in a restaurant, he spoke about the gospel with six employees. Only after 15 minutes did he stop talking. Then one of the employees told him that they all belonged to the local, vibrant Christian church. 

It is not for nothing that one says: "We have two ears and one mouth, so listen twice as much as you talk!". If you ask questions and show genuine interest, you will build trust and the other person will begin to open their heart and share from their life. 
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Positive conversation leading 

You will be surprised how much people share from their lives. It is also because God's Spirit is in you! Let people finish talking and be attentive. Try to focus on the other person's story and maintain eye contact while they are looking at you. 

Respond to the things that stand out to you. When you speak, pay attention to commonalities and speak with an appreciative attitude. To win people
 for Christ, we should be friendly to them. Unnecessary confrontations or discussions only harden the heart, yours and theirs. 

In fact, she just came back from vacation with her daughter. They attended a seminar from a 'medium' that was supposed to help with problems in family matters. It was immediately clear to our staff member that she was searching and that she had challenges for which she simply wanted a solution. She told a little more about it and he listened first. 

If they do not want to tell anything, you can try one more time to move forward in 

the conversation with another question, or you can say goodbye in a polite and 

relaxed manner. 

Note: In our example, the Christian did not immediately address the fact that a 'medium' is occult and not good for us, but continued to listen with interest. 

IF YOU SHOW INTEREST, IT WILL BE RETURNED. 
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Of course, it makes sense to ask questions that are obvious at that moment, like with the suitcase. But sometimes you just need a new hook to get deeper into the conversation. For example with questions like these: 

• What is your purpose in life?
 • Where would you be if you were to die today?
 • What's the best thing that has ever happened to you? • Is there anything I can pray for you?
 • On a scale of 1-5, how happy are you? 

Tip: If it's authentic for you, you can also ask a question about God or life directly: • Do you know that God loves you unconditionally?
 • If you knew what totally enriched my life, you would want that, too. 

STEERING YOUR CONVERSATION TOWARDS JESUS
 Finding a Transition
 Jesus stayed on the topic of water and made it so appealing to her that she wanted more. She was ready to hear more. 

Jesus replied: “Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again,but whoever drinks the water I give them will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give them will become in them a spring of water welling up to eternal life.”– John 4:13-15 

If you are paying attention, you will find out where you can make a transition. Be genuinely interested and empathetic when listening. This will help you hear certain aspects out of the conversation that you might also know from your life. Maybe the person has fears, worries, illnesses or financial difficulties. Another has no inner peace or, as in our example, problems with family. Jesus often met people in their need. 
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Create the desire to know Jesus 

He told her, “Go, call your husband and come back.” “I have no husband,” she replied. Jesus said to her, “You are right when you say you have no husband.The fact is, you have had five husbands, and the man you now have is not your husband. What you have just said is quite true.” “Sir,” the woman said, “I can see that you are a prophet. ”– John 4:16-19 

Jesus was a master of communication, he already heard from God what problem the woman had, and led the conversation from her small need, the water, to her central need. The woman was deeply moved, recognized him initially as a prophet and wanted to know more afterwards. We can also receive such impression or insights from the Spirit of God. 

Once you have recognized the needs, you can respond to them and draw a line to Jesus. That is where then you can take the opportunity and talk about your experiences with God. 

Adapt your language 

We need to come to one level with the people we are talking to, so make sure your language is understandable. Use words that the person across from you understands. We often speak in our Christian language that others do not understand, such as "and suddenly the presence of God came upon me". No one who is not walking with Jesus understands this. Rather say: "and suddenly I realized that something was different, as if someone hugged me very lovingly ..." or something similar. 

'Has it done anything?' he asked. 'No, actually not,' she replied, whereupon our staff member was able to tell her that he also knew a 'medium', that however had an answer to every question. She was surprised and interested in who that was. He told her that this medium is Jesus, who is so much more than a medium. 

Note: The Christian took up the topic of 'medium'. If a fisherman wants to be successful, he needs the right bait. Even if the fisherman prefers chocolate, you won't catch a fish with that. 
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TELLING YOUR STORY
 Your story is important
 It is often the case that the person you are talking to tells about things from their life that you have already experienced similarly with God. Then you can share how God has helped you. As in our example: 

He told her that this medium is Jesus, who is much more than a medium. Jesus changed his life in terms of his family situation. He was able to forgive his parents, Jesus healed his heart and gave his life a turnaround that gave him meaning in life again. 

Such stories touch people. Your personal story is very important! Share how you experienced God and how Jesus changed your life. Your story is something real and they will believe you. Personal stories are interesting for other people and can become a good bridge to the gospel. It is not for nothing that the most popular casting-show participants are often people with special stories. People love stories. 

Every personal life story is unique and important. While dramatic life stories speak to people with similar experiences, such as drug addiction, they may be entertaining to others but not allow for a personal reference. Likewise, an authentic, personal, unspectacular-sounding life story can speak to people in such a way that they recognize themselves in it and thus open themselves to God. 

YOUR STORY CAN BECOME A GOOD BRIDGE TO THE GOSPEL. 
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Tell it in an interesting way, not boring, and do not use words that a stranger would not understand. Above all, be honest and do not exaggerate, but be real and authentic. If you grew up in a Christian home and did not experience a dramatic conversion, this very story can touch certain people: 

During an evangelism training, a young woman felt that her testimony was boring because she grew up in a Christian home and had no dramatic conversion story. She told us that she is a Christian gray mouse and her life story is boring. Inspired by our training, she spoke enthusiastically on the street about her personal relationship with Jesus. Her story caused the daughter of hotel owners to choose Jesus and the whole family came to faith. Today, the hotel, which was previously esoteric, is a Christian hotel where many people get to know Jesus. 

What makes your story interesting? 

How was your life before Jesus? 

• Did you grow up believing in Jesus? • What was your problem/challenge? • Where did you look for answers? 

How did you experience him? 

• How did Jesus come into your life?
 • How did you experience him in your situation? • How did he solve your situation? 

What has changed? 

• Is there a visible difference between before and after? How does your life with Jesus look like? 

Tip: Based on their reaction, make sure that the person you are talking to can follow and keep it short. Approx. 3 minutes is optimal to get to the heart of the matter. 

Tip: If you respond to his experiences with your experiences, the desire to get to know Jesus, can be awakened more easily.

EXPLAINING THE GOSPEL 

THE POWER OF THE GOSPEL 

When you got to the point in your conversation where you were able to tell your story, be sure to direct toward the gospel. 

Tip: Even If you have not told your story, you can explain the gospel to someone. 

We often think this is too complicated, but all you really have to do is say, "What I have experienced, you can experience, too. All you need is a relationship with God. God gives this connection to every person who wants it. For it was God's plan from the beginning..." (and then we continue with the explanations) 

The power to persuade and save lies in the gospel and God's Spirit, but we can do our best to help people understand it by learning to explain it in a simple way. The gospel can only save people if they hear it. 

They said to the woman, “We no longer believe just because of what you said; now we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this man really is the Savior of the world.” – John 4:42 

Many people do not believe in the Bible, so you do not need to quote Bible verses first. This usually begins after the decision for Jesus. However, you can paraphrase important biblical truths without mentioning the verses directly. 

Our employee explained the gospel to her and how to get to know Jesus and was allowed to pray for her and her situation. She was very touched and had tears in her eyes. 
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THE GOSPEL IN FOUR POINTS 

With the symbols of THE FOUR ( ), we can structure our message into four parts. You can use the example phrases as an outline for explaining the gospel in an understandable way. The biblical passages serve only to confirm the biblical context. 

Be aware that we are not talking about a religion or theory, but about a living person – Jesus Christ. 

God loves me 

"God loves people so much that from the beginning it was His plan to be in relationship with them. At that time everything on this world was in order. There were no wars, no injustice, no disease and everything was perfect. Man lived in peace and harmony with God." 

God saw all that he had made, and it was very good.— Genesis 1:31
 Tip: If possible, avoid discussions about evolution and creation and focus on the relationship we are 

meant for. 

I AM NOT ASHAMED OF THE GOSPEL 
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I live separated from God 

"Man chose to go his own way and turned away from God in order to be independent. This decision makes us guilty before God and separates us from Him. Today we see the consequences of this decision: instead of living in peace and harmony with each other, there are lies, hatred, jealousy, disease and war. But even worse is that this guilt separates us from God eternally. The problem is that man cannot re-establish the connection with God by his own efforts." 

When he comes, he will prove the world to be in the wrong about sin and righteousness and judgment about sin, because people do not believe in me — 

John 16:8-9
 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God — Romans 3:23 

Note: Make sure that your attitude is not moralizing, but winning. Since not everyone can relate to the word sin, use words like guilt or separation. Because the very fact that we do not believe in Jesus already separates us from God. 

WE CANNOT REMAIN SILENT ABOUT WHAT WE HAVE HEARD AND SEEN 
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Jesus gave everything for me 

"We cannot free ourselves from guilt, but what was impossible for man, God has done for us. Because God loves us so much, He has the perfect way out for every human being, through which you too can reconnect with Him. God demonstrated this love by sending His only Son, Jesus Christ, into the world. When Jesus died on the cross, He took upon Himself our guilt that separates us from God. Through this, God has forgiven us our guilt. On the third day, Jesus rose from the dead, just as he had announced. He lives today and through him the way to God is accessible again." 

For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.— John 3:16 

Tip: Make it personal: Emphasize that the person is so important to Jesus that He gave everything for them. 

Do I want to live with Jesus? 

"Because Jesus is the only way to God and forgiveness is already possible, everyone is faced with the decision to accept it. Do you also want to have this connection to God?" 

If you declare with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you profess your faith and are saved. — Romans 10:9-10 

Note: If you were able to explain the gospel in your conversation, now is the perfect opportunity to invite someone to accept Jesus. Why this is so important is expanded on in Step 3.

LEADING SOMEONE TO JESUS ASK THE CRUCIAL QUESTION 

Why this step is so important 

Imagine you're sitting in a lifeboat and a ship sinks on the high seas. For the passengers who are drowning, it is not enough that a lifeboat comes to help in order to have 'good conversations'. The drowning people need a rescue ring and not just a word of encouragement. We should do more than just talk about the gospel. Jesus came to search for the lost and save them. He also wants to use you to bring this rescue for all eternity to people. Learn to lead people to Jesus. 

The train entered the station. They still had about five minutes on the platform, where our staff summarized once again, and asked her if she would like to invite Jesus into her life. And there, at this train station in the middle of nowhere, this lady accepted Jesus into her life. 

Ask the crucial question: Do you want to invite Jesus into your life now and ask for forgiveness of your guilt? 

If you don't ask this question, the person you're talking to probably won't make a decision either. You will be surprised how often people
 want to make a decision for Jesus when you ask them.

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THE PRAYER TO ACCEPT JESUS 

Believing in Jesus is a decision, and the first step can be a simple prayer. Offer the person to say a prayer with you and ask them to pray it after you wholeheartedly, inviting Jesus into their life. 

"Jesus, ... thank you that you love me. ... Thank you for dying on the cross for my guilt. ... I believe, ... that you are the Son of God. ... Please forgive me my guilt, ... that until now I have lived without you! ... Come into my life. ... I want to follow you, ... from now on, ... until the end of my life. ... Amen." 

Tip: Regular breaks help the person across from you to repeat the individual sentences of the prayer.

Important Elements of a life with God 

The person across from you becomes a new family member in the faith. If possible, offer to help them with the first steps. You should exchange your contact information. If it is possible, try to meet within the next three days or make plans to attend a church service together the next Sunday. Help the person to make these four most important elements the foundation of their life: 

• Prayer. Talking to God and building a relationship with Jesus.
 • Bible. Reading God's Word to understand His will, his nature and His plan. 

• Church. Find a church nearby (a place where Christians meet who believe in the Bible). 

• Passing it on. Sharing the gospel and what you experience with God with others.

When the person you are talking to does not accept Jesus 

Not everyone is ready to accept Jesus right away. If the person you are talking to says 'no', you don't have to feel rejected. Instead, find a positive ending to your conversation. 

Bless the person with a prayer. Pray for the realization that Jesus is the Son of God and speak good words that come to your mind for that person; as well as impressions that God gives you. After that, say goodbye to them. 

Here is an example:
 "I would like to bless you at the end: Jesus, thank you for loving (name) so much that you gave everything for him/her to restore the relationship to God. I pray that God's Spirit will guide (name) into all truth and (name) will be able to understand that Jesus is the way of life..." 

Tip: Instead of asking, just say that you would like to bless them. You will be surprised that most people gratefully accept this.

INTEGRATING IT INTO EVERYDAY LIFE 

Having the knowledge of how to tell people about Jesus is a good place to start, but do not stop at that point. Start incorporating it into your everyday life and make it a part of your life to win people for Jesus. Everything changed in our team when we decided to talk to people about Jesus on a regular basis. 

One has committed themselves to reach one person per month who does not know Jesus, the other per week or per day. Our everyday life is shaped by stories as we experience God in that. Anyone who has experienced it before can understand how fulfilling it is to help someone decide to take their first step towards Jesus. 

Just imagine if there were more and more Christians who lived like this. Do not hesitate to put into practice the tips from the 3Steps. In doing so learn to meet people authentically in your own way. Think of the places and groups that only you can reach and experience the freedom and ease when you overcome the hurdle of telling people about Jesus. Never give up, after all, you can only grow through practice. 

ONE a Month/Week/Day 

Be a part of it and reach one person per month/week/day. This may sound challenging, but you are not alone. We and millions of Christians worldwide are doing it, too. Ask God, a daily reminder on your phone helps, when you are praying for fulfillment with the power of His Spirit and make yourself available to recognize His prepared works.
